Recitals
A. The parties wish to have discussions and share information to assist in determining if there are business synergies which will be mutually beneficial and which may result in merging and or partial or full acquisition of their businesses. 

B. Each party wishes to protect the confidentiality of its information.

Agreement
1. Definitions
In this Agreement:
1.1. ‘Confidential Information’ of a party means all information of that party (whether or not in a material form) that is:
· treated by that party as confidential, and

· disclosed by that party to the other party only for the purposes of this Agreement.

1.2. ‘Recipient’ means each party receiving information.

2. Obligations of Confidentiality
In consideration of each party disclosing its Confidential Information to the other party and participating in the Discussions, each Recipient agrees:

a) to keep confidential all Confidential Information of the other party (subject to disclosure permitted under clause 2.2)
b) to use Confidential Information of the other party only for the purposes of the Discussions, and

c) to only disclose Confidential Information of the other party in accordance with this Agreement.
A Recipient may disclose Confidential Information of the other party only to officers or employees of the Recipient who:

d) have a need to know for the purposes of this Agreement (and only to the extent that each has a need to know), and

e) before disclosure, have been directed by the Recipient to keep all Confidential Information confidential (a ‘Direction’).
A Recipient must:

f) ensure that each person to whom it discloses Confidential Information of the other party complies with its Direction, and

g) take all steps to prevent or stop a suspected or actual breach of a Direction.
A Recipient must return or destroy any Confidential Information of the other party on request in writing by the other party including, without limitation, all notes or other records that are based on or incorporate the other party’s Confidential Information.
The obligations of confidentiality under this Agreement do not extend to information that (whether before or after the date of this Agreement):

h) is rightfully known to or in the possession or control of the Recipient and not subject to an obligation of confidentiality on the Recipient;

i) is public knowledge (otherwise than as a result of a breach of confidentiality by a party or any of its disclosees), or

j) a Recipient is required by law to disclose.
Without limiting other provisions of this Agreement, each party must exercise the same degree of care and diligence in protecting the confidentiality of Confidential Information of the other party as it exercises in relation to its own Confidential Information.
The provisions of this clause 2 will survive termination of this Agreement.

3. General
k) The parties acknowledge that this Agreement does not transfer any interest in any intellectual property.

l) Each party must not assign or otherwise transfer any or all of its rights arising out of this Agreement without the written consent of the other party.

m) This Agreement is governed by the laws of the State of New South Wales.  Each party irrevocably and unconditionally submits to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of New South Wales and courts entitled to hear appeals from those courts.

This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement of the parties as to its subject matter, supersedes all prior representations and agreements in connection with that subject matter; and may only be altered in writing signed by both parties.
